HOW DO WE DO IT? Through an organic and holistic 5-level discipleship process
1. Organic: The discipleship process is a natural one where the Holy Spirit guides people into an initial

relationship with Christ and then continues to sanctify them through the church discipleship.

2. Holistic: We are providing venues for growing students to serve and be ministered to at every level.

3. The top level is not a super Christian but rather a normal biblically functioning church member.
